Call to Order

Founders Day:  Nancy Crowder reported on the behalf of Beth DePetro, chairman.  The dinner is tomorrow.  63 people will be attending.  The reasons for low attendance might be due to the economy and invitations went out late.
Legislation: Chairman Suzy Gerst was not present.  A report was submitted, attachment #3, and placed on file.  Topic of report: Governor Ed Rendell today presented his proposed state budget for FY 2009-2010.

New Business

Standing Rules for Ways and Means: 

M2  Theresa Sexauer moved to adopt the standing rule as presented attachment #6., B-W Council of PTAs shall raise necessary funds to carry our the work of the council PTA and to meet the approved annual budget of council.  Sarris Easter Candies, Abitibi Paper Recycling and various Spirit Wear “BW” items will be the council’s standing annual fundraisers.  Fundraising shall commence upon approval of the school district superintendent.
The Ways and Means chairperson and committee shall research other various fundraising projects throughout the year if necessary.  Any Fundraising other than those listed above shall commence upon approval of the participating local units and the school district superintendent.  
Discussion followed. Theresa Sexauer withdrew her motion.
M3  Colleen Mondello moved to amend the standing rule for ways and means to make it more specific, notify all local unit officers of new fundraiser that is voted on.  Discussion followed.  Colleen withdrew her motion.
The Standing Rule for Ways and Means remains and it was decided that council will take all the suggestions during the discussion and bring back a proposed Standing Rule for Ways and Means for the next meeting.

Delegate Report Form:   Nancy Crowder passed out a form for each delegate to use in reporting at his/her local unit meetings.  Attachment # 7.

Child Abuse and Background Checks:  Dr. Lutz met with Nancy Crowder and PTO President Laurencine Romack about a report from a parent of parent on the Megan List who is an active member of the PTA.  But after checking further the parent in question was only at the event.  This situation brought Dr. Lutz to ask for feedback from council about how we feel about getting background checks.  Discussion:  City Schools pay for all of the clearance papers.  For certain committees of PTA there is a need for the clearance papers when a parent will be alone with a student helping with work the teacher has asked the volunteer to do.  Clearance papers say you only didn’t get caught so not full proof.  Maybe school secretary could screen volunteers.  

Bills from Reprographic:  Total invoices for council from July ’07 – January ’09 are $1,783.61.  School Board Directors were surprised about the units being invoiced.  Units need the approval of Tom Foster or Jen Pesanka for flyers to be printed at administration.  But today 2/5/09 Nancy could not get approval and she had to leave the building and get copies made elsewhere for the meeting.

Paynter:  Cindy Depretis reported the Steelers/Staff Basketball will be on May 2; Dr. Lutz is captain for the staff.  February will be a Spirit Wear sale of flannel pants, bags, and hoodies with BW logo.
