Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Chris Gruber presented the Treasurer’s Report, attachment #2.  The balance as of 5/7/09 is $19,558.36.

M3  Sandy Costantino moved to pay the bills.  Motion was seconded and approved.

Chris questioned the payment for Vice Principal Emily Sanders at BHS.  It was explained that BHS voted at their last PTSA meeting to pay for Ms. Sanders. 
Nancy Crowder read a letter from Abitibi dated 4/22/09 stating they are filing for court protection in Canada and the U.S. to conduct a financial restructuring for the long-term interests of the company, suppliers and employees.  Therefore, following federal guidelines, a stop payment has been made on all checks that have not been deposited or processed as of April 16th. Council received a check from them dated 4/14/09 and deposited on May 1, 2009. This check maybe rendered invalid simply due to timing. Any recycling we have done after April 16th returns to a normal schedule. They will contact us again in 10 days with an update. It is possible that Abitibi will not be an option as a fundraiser next year. We will have to wait and see what happens.
